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FEE & REFUND INFORMATION

All registrations to trial/play must be completed online through our club’s PlayHQ Platform.

REFUNDS
Please be aware that if a player:

e Withdraws after registration but prior to the final trial commencing, the season fee will be refunded less
a $100 registration fee.

e If a player subsequently withdraws at any stage after the completion of the final trial, no refund will be
provided.

e If a player cannot be placed in a team, their fees will be refunded in full.

e All refunds will be processed approximately 4 weeks from final teams being confirmed. Netball SA
Membership Fees are refundable upon submission of form available from the Club Secretary.
